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If we have an accident, the first person that I have to be responsible to, probably would be the Administrator.  The second person would be the family—or the second people would be the family.  The third would be the press.  And then the fourth would be Congress and the Administration.  Every decision that I make has to be—has to pass the “sniff test.”  It means that, after the accident occurs, I’ve got to be able to defend the decisions that I made and that the program and project has made.  I don’t want to do it that way.  I want to make—I want to do that which is necessary ahead of time so that we avoid completely the requirement for me to stand up, be on the—behind the green table which is in Congress—and explain why we made a serious mistake.
