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"Environmental Management Minimizes Wastes and Impacts"
Absolutely.  Environmental management is very visible because of the protected species that occur at Kennedy Space Center, the nature of our operations, we handle a variety of materials that are very toxic, including the hypergolic propellants, and so our processes now are very mature.  We have all of our requirements in place.  We have an oversight role to ensure that those processes continue to be operated, both very efficiently and very safely for our employees, and so that we do not release hazardous compounds into the environment.  So, yes, it’s an ongoing task and one that changes because we continue to change the materials we use in the program.  Our goal is to minimize as much as possible the pollutants that we generate, the amount of hazardous chemicals, hazardous waste that’s generated.  All of those have to go and be disposed of somewhere, so our goal is to minimize those.
