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"Environmental Management During Design"
We do have an input and it’s called “design for environmental safety and health.”  And it involves safety and environmental professionals in the design process, and part of what they do—they get with the design team and they use a checklist to go in and assess risk of various design options.  And, of course, our goal is to minimize the risk of each design, to understand if we have a new process, what are going to be the hazards associated with that so we can either design them out, protect those, or identify if we’re going to need some kind of new protective equipment for employees, and to understand the wastes that are generated—may be generated as a result of that new design, or if it requires new materials that may have to have special control mechanisms be it through ventilation, or if it’s going to impact our waste water so that we understand that, from the initiation of design and have an input into that final design.
