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"Operational Control of Hazards"
There’s an established design—all the precedents that you go through, being that you make a design change and install safety features; you have one in scheme that you put in place, or you may even also have special procedures that you would actually install.  But what we’ve found is that, by taking information associated with the design that you want to actually control by operations, because there’s no other feasible means, if we can get that over to MOD in a timely fashion—prior to a Phase III hazard review, we’ll let them go through our proposed operational controls, and they can help us identify whether or not those operational controls are suitable or not, and we can take that information and feed that back into our hazard reports.  That will assure that we’ve got a good and viable hazard report, and that is the exact same means with the FMEAs and the CILS as well.
