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It’s always best to establish the requirements with the ranges early.  As you know, all the ranges are trying to have one established set of requirements, but the situation with that is they can be interpreted by each range differently.  So you want to ensure that you have direct communication with the ranges as you establish the requirements to ensure that the personalities involved will interpret the requirements as appropriate by the ranges; i.e., the West Coast range may interpret the requirements separate than the East Coast range, but you want to know that up front so you can meet their requirements as the program continues, so you’re not caught at the end knowing that, hey, we forgot something here and we need to go back and do it.  So you want to establish a requirements and communication with the ranges as soon as possible to ensure that you capture all their requirements and interpreted requirements.
