Flight assurance is basically not trying to be a policeman—not trying to review the design and telling somebody, “Hey, here’s a problem, go fix it.”  It’s more being part of the design team up front to ensure that safety and reliability are built into the system.  For example, the rating of parts, review of stress analysis, safety hazards—they ought to be up front to ensure that the design team knows these problems and can design out the problem and have a better design for mission success.
