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"Workmanship Standards (www.workmanship.nasa.gov)"
Within NASA we have identified, over a period of time, specific types of activities that, due to the unique nature of space flight—the environment that we fly in, the thermal environment, vibrational environment, atmospheric environment, concerns about off-gassing and out-gassing—that there needs to be a unique requirement associated with space flight.  Typically, these are in areas associated with printed wiring boards, with conformal coating, cable crimp and harness, soldering—these are areas that day-to-day standards that exist within industry need to be supplemented in order to meet the unique environment that NASA flies in.  right now, we have a number of different, new initiatives that are starting in the workmanship area, and, if you’re interested in that, or would like to receive more information, the members of the workmanship committee and information about workmanship can be found at the workmanship Website for NASA.
