When the policy is to stop and go through, and verify—and go back and understand exactly what caused an anomaly—if you didn’t record all the information around that anomaly, you’re going to have a very difficult time understanding what caused that anomaly.  And so it’s important to have equipment recording, and some kind of way to make sure that it’s recording.
