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"Interagency Nuclear Safety Review Panels"

For the missions that have large amounts of nuclear materials, and a large amount is not necessarily a quantity of it; it’s—it has to do with the isotope and how it’s being used and all—makes this determination, which I’ll help the program manager determine.  But when these sources are used, then an interagency nuclear safety review panel is called for, and this is a panel that’s a joint panel between NASA, Department of Defense, Department of Energy, the Nuclear Regulatory Commission, and also the Environmental Protection Agency.  And we put together a team of experts to look over the detailed nuclear risk analyses so that we can provide the White House with a detailed evaluation of what the program risks are, and the INSRP does not make any recommendations—what it does is it makes analysis, evaluations, and then provides the results of our evaluation to the White House and to the NASA Administrator on behalf of the program and with the program.
