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"Debris Assessment Software"

To help program managers implement the requirements of the NASA safety standards guidelines and assessment procedures for eliminating orbital debris, NASA Safety Standard 1740.14, we’ve also, in conjunction with the Johnson Space Center, developed the debris assessment software, which is a simplified version of some very high fidelity software and models that are available at Johnson Space Center to assess orbital debris parameters.  It allows back-of-the-envelope calculations for a program manager, or for their trajectory experts to calculate, given this perigee, this apogee, this spacecraft area to mass ratio, how long will that spacecraft stay in orbit?  If higher fidelity analyses are needed, programs are encouraged to contact the Johnson Space Center orbital debris program office
