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"Hazard Reports"

Standard process at Dryden Flight Research Center is to use the technique of identifying and building hazard—hazard reports for each of our—each identified hazard in a particular project or program, and those are—those are identified and built by systems safety working groups which are typically led by a member of my office, and then the rest of the group is comprised of the subject matter experts that are involved with the program.  We find this a very good approach, because the subject matter experts are the ones that really understand the system well enough to identify the hazard, and our goal is to—is to elicit the information from these people, and in some cases they understand the process well enough to provide the information on their own.  In other cases, we have conversations with them, and these things come out as a result of our systems safety folks drawing them out from the subject matter experts.  We’re developing our own online hazard tracking mitigation and historical data base so that we can enter these things into the database, identify the mitigations, track the implementation of the mitigations, and so forth, and take what is in the past been essentially a paper process and automate it to the extent that all of our checklists for mitigating things will be online, and we’ll be able to ensure that—that all mitigations have been performed prior to an experiment being done.
