“Keep Your Analyses Up to Date”
It’s very, very important to keep our analyses up to date.  If there’s a modification done to the system, you need to have the reliability engineer involved with the design people and make sure that if they’re putting in a change to the system and somehow modifying it, that you aren’t going to introduce some particular failure mode that’s unexpected.  So, if you keep them designed up front—keep them involved with the design people up front, and keep the analyses up to date, you won’t find yourself, the next time you have some horrible incident, that now you’ve got to go back and have this concentrated effort to get everything back in shape again.
