"The NASA Manufacturing Technology Centers Offer Workmanship Standards Courses"

Each course is taught-generally, the NASA standard courses are 40 hours.  They are for both operators, inspectors, and instructors of the disciplines that are taught.  Operators-very performance oriented-they are presented the standard, the inspection criteria, and then they must create a-end item, a practice board, or an assembly that meets the requirements.  And part of the training of an operator is also inspection, so that they ensure that they meet the requirements as they fabricate.  Inspectors are trained in the requirements of the standard, and they also fabricate so that they can understand process flow, they may be required to review a process of a supplier, so the more familiar they are with the process, the better equipped they will be to review a process flow or a process document of a supplier.
