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The most important thing is what the system should not do.  There are many accidents happening because nobody said in the specification, “The system shall not do this.”  For example, SUV tire failures, you’re most familiar with.  I don’t think the specification said, that in case of any component failure, including tire failure, the SUV shall not roll over.  So, it’s very important to say in the specification what the product shall not do.  And that’s what makes a product wholesome.
