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The problem is, if your enterprise has an informal, ad hoc process for documenting lessons learned, critical lessons may not be captured, lessons learned quality is not uniform, and lesson learned publication is not timely.  By ad hoc, I mean assigning a topic to an engineer who goes off and comes back with a product that may not be written to a standard or be timely enough to prevent a future mission error.
