Joint Documented Procedure 3005
Adverse Weather

1.  OBJECTIVES.

A. To ensure implementation of JHB 2000, this JDP will provide information on what actions to take for severe weather.  It includes notification procedures and actions taken to minimize the danger to employees.  This JDP applies to all personnel located at KSC and CCAFS.

B.   East Central Florida is subject to severe weather conditions that could impact operations at CCAFS and KSC.  Both installations are subject to tornadoes, floods, severe thunderstorms with associated high winds, lightning, and potential hail.  Additionally, tropical storms (with sustained winds of less than 50 knots/58 MPH) pose a threat but may not warrant implementation of the hurricane JDP therefore, general-securing procedures in this JDP may be implemented instead. 2.   Adverse Weather Actions Checklists 
A. To establish procedures for response to tropical storms, severe weather, including tornadoes not normally associated with hurricanes; to save lives, protect resources, and maintain operational capability.

B. The following actions may not always be required but must be considered.  Actions are not listed in order of response:

5.  Do not handle combustible or flammable liquids.

6.  Stop tractor work dismount, tractors are often struck by lightning.

7.  If you are inside an automobile, stay inside, most vehicles offer protection.

8.  If outside, seek shelter, move into a ditch or ravine if no shelter is available.

Phase 1 Lightning Advisory

Lightning expected in 30 minutes within 5

nautical miles of any facility.  

Phase 2 Lightning Warning

When lightning is imminent or occurring within

5 nautical miles of any facility.

TORNADO SAFETY RULES

1.  Seek shelter in a substantial steel-framed or reinforced concrete building.

2.  Evacuate structures with wide, free span roofs, such as high bays, aircraft hangars, and atriums.

3.  If you are unable to reach a steel-frame or reinforced concrete building, lie flat in a ditch or ravine.

4.  If outdoors, or inside a minimum shelter, such as a shed, be alert to the possibility of flying debris.

5.  If inside a building, stay away from windows and, if possible move into a corridor, close doors to hallway

6.  Occupants of vehicles should seek shelter inside a building.

7.  Employ the buddy system and assist those in need.

8.  Report any injuries, downed power lines or gas leaks to 911.

9.  If you are in a trailer evacuate to a nearby office building.

10. If you are in a modular building or boxcar, move away from doors, go to interior parts of boxcar, 

     get under desk.

11. If you are on upper floors, go to the lower floors to prevent injury if the roof comes off.

WATER SPOUT/FUNNEL CLOUD SIGHTING

 (Two Possible Scenarios for Action)

Note: 

A waterspout or funnel cloud is less violent than a tornado and usually presents a minimum threat.

Unless a severe weather/tornado watch or warning has been issued, or Range Weather Office (RWO)   

determines the phenomena may be dangerous; 





NO SIRENS WILL BE AUTOMATICALLY SOUNDED IF A WATERSPOUT OR FUNNEL CLOUD IS REPORTED.

1.   RWO sights any tornado activity that poses a threat, they will immediately issue a tornado warning.



2. If RWO has NOT issued a severe thunderstorm or tornado watch/warning and  a waterspout is sighted and

    reported by  personnel, the  RWO will immediately issue a Waterspout Advisory.

    This advisory will serve as a caution to alert personnel of the situation in the area.  RWO will continue to 

    monitor the situation and leave the advisory in affect, upgrade it, or announce "all clear" when the danger no

    longer exist.
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
